IN DECEMBER OF 2025, ROBERT WILLIAM WAS APPOINTED AS THE INTERIM CHIEF OF
POLICE. PRIOR TO HIS APPOINTMENT, CHIEF WILLIAM SERVED AS THE DEPUTY CHIEF OF
POLICE.

CHIEF WILLIAM HAS DEDICATED OVER TWO DECADES OF SERVICE TO THE GLENDALE
POLICE DEPARTMENT, BEGINNING AS A STUDENT VOLUNTEER AND POLICE CADET. HE WAS
SWORN IN AS A POLICE OFFICER IN 2003 AND ROSE THROUGH THE RANKS, SERVING IN A
WIDE RANGE OF OPERATIONAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE ASSIGNMENTS.

CHIEF WILLIAM’S EXECUTIVE LEADERSHIP EXPERIENCE BEGAN WHEN HE PROMOTED TO THE

RANK OF POLICE CAPTAIN IN MARCH OF 2020. AS A MEMBER OF THE COMMAND STAFF, HE HAS MANAGED ALL THE
DEPARTMENT'S SWORN DIVISIONS AND LED KEY INITIATIVES TO EXPAND AND STRENGTHEN THE DEPARTMENT'S PUBLIC
SAFETY CAPABILITIES. HIS BACKGROUND INCLUDES EXTENSIVE EXPERIENCE IN ORGANIZATIONAL STRATEGY, LABOR
RELATIONS, INTERAGENCY COORDINATION, AND COMMUNITY ENGAGEMENT.

A GRADUATE OF THE PRESTIGIOUS FBI NATIONAL ACADEMY, CHIEF WILLIAM ALSO COMPLETED THE SENIOR MANAGEMENT
INSTITUTE FOR POLICE THROUGH THE POLICE EXECUTIVE RESEARCH FORUM. HE HOLDS A BACHELOR'S DEGREE IN
CRIMINAL JUSTICE MANAGEMENT AND A MASTER'S DEGREE IN PUBLIC ADMINISTRATION.

CHIEF WILLIAM GREW UP IN GLENDALE AND CONTINUES TO PROUDLY CALL THE CITY HOME. HE REMAINS ACTIVELY
INVOLVED IN THE COMMUNITY THROUGH YOUTH PROGRAMS, SCHOOLS AND CIVIC ORGANIZATIONS. ABOVE ALL, HE

DAVID JOINED ABC7 IN 1996 AND DURING THAT TIME HAS WITNESSED HISTORY
WORLDWIDE, COVERING HURRICANE KATRINA, HAITI'S EARTHQUAKE AND JAPAN'S
TSUNAMI. HE TRAVELED ACROSS EUROPE AND ASIA CHRONICLING BRAVE ACTS OF THE
NISEI SOLDIER FROM WORLD WAR II.

ONO HAS ATTENDED TWO ROYAL WEDDINGS, PRINCE WILLIAM'S IN LONDON IN 2011
AND PRINCE HARRY'S IN WINDSOR IN 2018. HE'S TRACKED DRUG RUNNERS THROUGH
CENTRAL AMERICA AND REPORTED LIVE FROM BOSTON AFTER THE TRAGIC MARATHON
BOMBING. HE'S COVERED TERRORISM FROM PARIS NOT ONLY IN 2015 AS THE HISTORIC
CITY WAS CRIPPLE WITH FEAR, BUT ALSO IN 2002 AFTER A PLOT WAS FOILED TO BRING
DOWN THE EIFFEL TOWER.

ONO HAS TRAINED WITH THE FBI, THE ELITE LOS ANGELES SHERIFF'S SWAT TEAM, ICE AND THE LOS ANGELES PORT POLICE.
THREE TIMES PRESIDENT OBAMA HAS INVITED HIM TO THE WHITE HOUSE. TWICE FOR EXCLUSIVE ONE ON ONE
INTERVIEWS, AND ONCE TO MAKE A SPEECH ABOUT INCLUSION IN AMERICA. DAVID HAS EXTENSIVELY COVERED THE POPE.
HE WITNESSED WHITE SMOKE AT THE VATICAN TWICE - IN 2005 FOR THE SELECTION OF POPE BENEDICT THE 16TH AND
2013 FOR THE SELECTION OF POPE FRANCIS. HE ALSO COVERED FRANCIS'S HISTORIC VISIT TO THE UNITED STATES IN 2015
AND HIS VISIT TO MEXICO IN 2016.

SMITHSONIAN INSTITUTION.

JOURNALISM AWARDS, AND WAS HONORED WITH THE DISTINGUISHED JOURNALIST AWARD BY THE SOCIETY OF
PROFESSIONAL JOURNALISTS. HE HAS ALSO RECEIVED BOTH THE JOURNALIST OF THE YEAR AS WELL AS THE LIFETIME
ACHIEVEMENT AWARD BY THE LA PRESS CLUB.

DURING AN ACTIVE LAW ENFORCEMENT ENCOUNTER INVOLVING A FLEEING SUSPECT, CASSIDY HOWE DID
SOMETHING MOST PEOPLE WOULD NOT. SHE POSITIONED HERSELF IN FRONT OF THE SUSPECT, CAUSING HIM TO STOP —
A DECISIVE MOMENT THAT HELPED PREVENT FURTHER ESCALATION AND ASSISTED OFFICERS IN BRINGING THE
INCIDENT TO A SAFE RESOLUTION.

CASSIDY REMAINED ON SCENE, COOPERATED FULLY WITH LAW ENFORCEMENT, AND PROVIDED A STATEMENT. HER
INITIATIVE AND HER WILLINGNESS TO ACT IN SUPPORT OF PUBLIC SAFETY REFLECT THE VERY BEST OF OUR
COMMUNITY.

SEAN ESCOBAR RECOGNIZED A LIFE-THREATENING EMERGENCY IN PROGRESS — AN UNRESPONSIVE VICTIM IN A HOTEL
POOL — AND HE ACTED. WITHOUT HESITATION, HE ENTERED THE WATER AND REMOVED THE VICTIM TO SAFETY,
TAKING IMMEDIATE, DECISIVE ACTION BEFORE FIRST RESPONDERS ARRIVED.

MEDICAL PROFESSIONALS LATER CONFIRMED THAT SEAN'S ACTIONS DIRECTLY CONTRIBUTED TO PREVENTING WHAT
WOULD LIKELY HAVE BEEN A FATAL OUTCOME. HIS DECISIVENESS, HIS SELFLESSNESS, AND HIS COMMITMENT TO THE
SAFETY OF OTHERS THAT DAY WERE EXTRAORDINARY.



LIFE SAVING AWARD

OFFICER JOSE BANUELOS

OFFICER JOSE BANUELOS RESPONDED TO A MEDICAL EMERGENCY INVOLVING TOMMIE HODGE, A CITY OF GLENDALE
EMPLOYEE WITH COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT, WHO HAD SUFFERED A CARDIAC ARREST AND HAD NO PULSE WHEN
EMERGENCY UNITS ARRIVED. OFFICER BANUELOS IMMEDIATELY ASSESSED THE SITUATION, RECOGNIZED THE GRAVITY
OF WHAT WAS IN FRONT OF HIM, AND INITIATED CPR.

TOMMIE WAS HOSPITALIZED FOR 38 DAYS ACROSS TWO FACILITIES — GLENDALE ADVENTIST AND KAISER — INCLUDING
EMERGENCY RETURN STAYS. HIS PHYSICIANS DESCRIBED HIS OUTCOME AS A MIRACLE, CREDITING THE RAPID
RESPONSE OF OFFICER BANUELOS FOR THE FACT THAT TOMMIE RETURNED TO FULL CAPABILITY, WITH NO
SIGNIFICANT LOSS OF OXYGEN TO HIS BRAIN.

FOR HIS QUICK THINKING AND LIFESAVING ACTION, WE ARE PROUD TO PRESENT OFFICER JOSE BANUELOS WITH THE
LIFE SAVING AWARD.



LIFE SAVING AWARD

OFFICER MARK GARCIA

OFFICER MARK GARCIA RESPONDED TO A GUNSHOT WOUND WITH SIGNIFICANT BLEEDING — THE KIND OF
EMERGENCY WHERE MINUTES, EVEN SECONDS, DETERMINE OUTCOMES. HE RAPIDLY ASSESSED THE INJURY AND
APPLIED A TOURNIQUET, CONTROLLING THE HEMORRHAGE AND STABILIZING THE VICTIM.

HIS ACTIONS ENABLED THE VICTIM TO RECEIVE IMMEDIATE SURGICAL CARE. MEDICAL EXPERTS HAVE CONFIRMED
THAT THIS KIND OF DECISIVE, TIME-SENSITIVE INTERVENTION IS THE DIFFERENCE BETWEEN SURVIVAL AND TRAGEDY.

FOR HIS DECISIVE MEDICAL INTERVENTION UNDER PRESSURE, WE ARE PROUD TO PRESENT OFFICER MARK GARCIA
WITH THE LIFE SAVING AWARD.



LIFE SAVING AWARD

OFFICER CHRIS SHILEY OFFICER RODNEY SAUNDERS OFFICER EDUARDO RUIZ JR.

OFFICERS CHRIS SHILEY, RODNEY SAUNDERS, AND EDUARDO RUIZ JR. RESPONDED TO A MEDICAL EMERGENCY
INVOLVING A 74-YEAR-OLD MALE WHO WAS NOT BREATHING. ARRIVING ON SCENE, THEY IMMEDIATELY INITIATED
CPR AND COORDINATED LIFESAVING EFFORTS BETWEEN THEM.

THE OFFICERS DEPLOYED AN AED, CONTINUED CHEST COMPRESSIONS, AND WORKED IN CONCERT WITH ARRIVING
MEDICAL PERSONNEL. THEIR COORDINATED CARE CONTINUED UNINTERRUPTED UNTIL THE PATIENT COULD BE
TRANSFERRED TO FIRE PERSONNEL FOR TRANSPORT.

THE VICTIM WAS SUCCESSFULLY RESUSCITATED AND RECOVERED — A DIRECT RESULT OF THE CALM, COORDINATED
RESPONSE BY THESE THREE OFFICERS. FOR THEIR ACTIONS, WE ARE PROUD TO PRESENT OFFICERS SHILEY, SAUNDERS,
AND RUIZ WITH THE LIFE SAVING AWARD.



DIVISIONAL COMMENDATION

OFFICER KARLO HEGEDES

OFFICER KARLO HEGEDES RESPONDED TO A DOMESTIC VIOLENCE-RELATED INCIDENT INVOLVING A VULNERABLE
VICTIM. HE PROVIDED THE APPROPRIATE LAW ENFORCEMENT SERVICES AND, JUST AS IMPORTANTLY, HE CONNECTED
THE VICTIM TO THE RESOURCES SHE NEEDED TO MOVE FORWARD.

WHAT SET HIS RESPONSE APART WAS WHAT CAME NEXT. OFFICER HEGEDES IDENTIFIED ADDITIONAL NEEDS BEYOND
